1) Look - See What God

| remember my affliction and my wandering, the bitterness and the
gall. | well remember them, and my soul is downcast within me.
Yet this I call fo mind and therefore | have hope: Because of the
LORD's great love we are not consumed, for his compassions
never fail. They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness.
Lamentations 3:19-23 (NIV)

2) Look to where God is

Let your eyes look straight ahead, fix your gaze directly before
you. Make level paths for your feet and take only ways that are
firm. Do not swerve to the right or the left; keep your foot from evil.
Proverbs 4:25-27 (NIV)

3) Look what God wants to do in me.

"I the LORD search the heart and examine the mind, to reward a
man according to his conduct, according to what his deeds
deserve." Jeremiah 17:10 (NIV)

Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my
anxious thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead
me in the way everlasting. Psalms 139:23-24 (NIV)

4) Look

for the excuses to not get involved.

As they were walking along the road, a man said to him, "l will
follow you wherever you go."

5) Look

How you can get involved!

When Jesus had called the Twelve together, he gave them power
and authority to drive out all demons and to cure diseases, and he
sent them out to preach the kingdom of God and to heal the sick.
